Fairlands neighborhoods.  

Remaining funding went 

toward the annual slurry 

seal program that slurry 

sealed Rose Avenue, Kot-

tinger Drive and several 

streets in the  Pleasanton 

Valley subdivision and 

surrounding area. Measure 

B and VRF funding are 

critical in the effort to 

maintain the City’s street 

system of 207 center lane 

miles of roadway! 

Measure B funds also sup-

port paratransit operations 

which provide transit assis-

tance to seniors and those 

with disabilities. 

Measure B was overwhelm-

ingly approved by Alameda 

County voters in 2000 in an 

effort to improve traffic con-

gestion. The ballot measure 

dedicates a one-half cent 

sales tax to transportation 

projects. Subsequently, in 

2012, 63% of voters ap-

proved Measure F, the Ala-

meda County Vehicle Regis-

tration Fee (VRF) program. 

This program collects a $10 

per year vehicle registration 

fee which is also dedicated to 

improving the County’s 

transportation network and 

reducing traffic congestion 

and vehicle-related pollution.  

The Alameda County 

Transportation Commis-

sion oversees Measure B 

and VRF funding and im-

plements projects and pro-

grams in the community. 

Approximately 60% of this 

funding is allocated to-

wards maintenance and 

improvements for essential 

transportation services and 

facilities, including funding 

for local streets and roads. 

The column on the right 

depicts the funding allot-

ments for the City of Plea-

santon since the measures 

were enacted.

Bicycle and Pedestrian Improvements  

In FY 2012-2013, Measure B funds in the amount of $200,701 were applied 

toward bicycle and pedestrian improvements in Pleasanton. These included 

the relocation of the Valley Avenue Pedestrian pathway from Sunol Blvd. to 

the Alameda County transportation corridor, and new bicycle detection 

equipment.  Measure B also contributed toward the restriping of Hopyard 

Road to add bicycle lanes. The remaining funding was placed in a reserve to 

finance the installation of a paved pedestrian and bicycle trail along the 

south side of the Arroyo Mocho from Santa Rita Road East to the eastern 

city limits. This project is scheduled  to commence in 2014.
